Category B

Advanced Learner Loan

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SECTOR WORK ACADEMY
PROGRAMMES (SWAPS)

SWAPs help prepare those receiving unemployment
benefits to apply for jobs in a different area of work. A
Sector-Based Work Academy can last up to six weeks and
has three main components:

Pre-employment training - matched to the needs of
the business sector

Work experience placement - a great opportunity

to identify talent and for you to gain knowledge and
understanding of the required role

A guaranteed job interview or help with an employer’s
recruitment process.

SWAPs vary throughout the year depending on job
vacancies and employer needs. Current SWAPs available
include:

NHS Academy: A five week course working towards

an interview for the role of Healthcare Assistant at
Newcastle RVI Hospital. Applicants will need to hold a
Level 1in maths and English GCSE/Functional skills, and
employment experience in a supportive role.

Nurtured Care: A six week course working towards an
interview with Nurtured Health & Homecare, for various
roles within the care sector, supporting those with diverse
needs to maintain their independence.

City and County Healthcare Group: A six week course
working towards an interview with City and County
Healthcare Group, for various roles within the care sector,
supporting those with a range of disabilities to retain their
independence in the home setting of their choice.
